1. WHERE IS THE HUMANE SOCIETY OF TULSA LOCATED?

2. WHAT IS THE PROCESS FOR CHECKING CAMPERS IN ON THE FIRST DAY?

Please make arrangements to escort your child into camp on the first day. We aim to provide each child with an enjoyable camp experience and look forward to meeting you on the first day to discuss how we can best support your child. We will also review topics such as when and where to drop-off/pick-up campers, how to contact camp instructors in case of an emergency, who else is authorized to pick your child up from camp, etc.

3. WHAT ARE THE CAMP HOURS?

· The morning camp session is from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. and is for children 7-10.

· The afternoon camp session is from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. and is for children 11-14.

4. WHAT IS THE PROCESS FOR PICKING UP CAMPERS AT THE END OF THEIR SESSION?

· *Layers of clothing for indoor and outdoor work, or foggy, cold weather

· *Good shoes for walking and working with animals (such as sneakers)

·   Please Note: Open-toed or slip-on shoes are NOT appropriate
· *Cell phones (with limited use)
6. WHAT ITEMS SHOULD NOT BE BROUGHT TO CAMP?

· *Electronic toys, mp3 players, or video game devices

· *Personal pets

· *Knives or other weapons

7. WHAT IS THE CANCELLATION AND REFUND POLICY?

To assist everyone in finalizing camp plans, please notify us as soon as possible if your child will not be able to attend camp this year. This will give the Humane Society of Tulsa time to notify families on the waiting list of the opening.

All cancellations must be in writing (email or fax).
A refund of the $150 tuition fee minus a $25 processing fee can be provided if we are notified before June 1, 2010. Enrollment cancellations made after June 1, 2010 will not be guaranteed a refund of the camp tuition. 
Once the camp has begun, no refunds can be provided for any reason.
